A meeting took place on July 29, 2016 with CT DOT, their coordination manager of a “Pilot Program”
and several town officials to discuss the process of a new bridge construction pilot program. This
program is designed to reduce the cost of the design phase by eliminating the use of a town bridge
consultant.

Fire Department Communications Upgrade

Julie Reibold, a representative from Northeastern Communications which also represents Motorola, was
present to explain and detail a proposed Fire Dept communications system upgrade. Our current system
uses older technology and this new system would use a simulcast design. Farmington utilizes this
vendor now and handles the emergency 9-1-1 calls for Burlington. Farmington has already upgraded to
this new design. This new system upgrade could be accessed by our Police and Highway Departments.
Duncan Forsyth, Town Attorney, was present and stated that it was proper for the Selectmen to choose a
vendor in this manner as there is no competitive bid requirement in the Town Charter that prohibits. This
gives the Board of Selectmen the discretion to choose vendors. Town Attorney indicated that the vetted
and widely accepted State Bid approval list is proper and can be utilized for this project in selecting a
vendor.. A contract for this upgrade from Northeastern Communications will be submitted for approval
to the First Selectman and Town Attorney. Once approved the project should take about 4-6 months to
complete. A consensus was reached by the Board of Selectmen that this is the most prudent way to
proceed.

First Selectman Shafer — Attended the 21 town regional NW COG meeting today and was appointed to a
seat on the NW CT Economic Development Corporation Committee.

The Hartford Business Journal is recognizing noteworthy projects, and Shafer is considering submitting
the Rails to Trails project for consideration.

Shafer attended CT Council of Municipality task force meeting on Sustainability.He is a member of the
committee.

The Johnny Cake Mountain property was officially acquired by the Town.. Will be discussing the
