Thank you for your response and your request for further information regarding the
deceased members of the Kucia family. My brothers and sisters all lived in Burlington and
were educated in the Burlington school grammar school and then on to Canton High school as
Burlington, at that time, did not have a high school. Most of them remained in Burlington until
their late twenties or early thirties until marriage except John and myself, we both lived in
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Hartford for one or two years and then back to live in Burlington. The section of town that we
lived in was often referred to as Collinsville as we were serviced by the Collinsville post office,
hence our mailing address was Collinsville, not Burlington. As you can see in an enclosed
article about Jennie Byrck, my old grammar school teacher, it mentions that she was a pupil at
Riverside school, Collinsville, town of Burlington. Riverside school was also referred to as
Sand Bank School. | am also enclosing a picture of pupils of Riverside school in 1922 which
has two of my brothers included. This picture probably was published by you.

Some of the information given to you by Henry Sydlo is incorrect and | make some
comments on it. He told me that he had also given you a newspaper article of the Kucia
brothers in the army with only one in the navy. It said something to the effect of six to one of
the Collinsville brothers in the service. Again it should have read Burlington brothers. None of
us ever lived in Collinsville except for a year or two for Joseph when he got married.
Incidentally. Henry Sydlo was a relation of mine. His father and my father came from the same
town in Poland and were cousins, | think second cousins. | am enclosing a picture of two of
the Sydlo brothers from world war two.

THE HALE COLLECTION

Charles R.Hale started recording the burial locations of Civil War veterans for the Sons of
Union Veterans of the Civil War in 1916. He continued this work until 1934 when he headed a
Works Progress Administration (WPA) project to record the inscriptions in all of Connecticut's
Cemeteries. With a staff of eighty, the job was completed and published in 1937.

The many volumes of the Hale Collection are shelved at the Connecticut State Library,
which co-sponsored the project. The volumes Andover through Sterling have been coped and
rebound and can be photocopied. Unfortunately, Stonington through Woodstock have not yet
been copied (1999) and are too fragile to copy. To print the data for the latter towns it is
necessary to use the microfilm which were made by the Church of Christ of Latter Day Saints
(Mormon) and are available through their Family History Centers and numerous libraries.

The Hale project found the location of 2,269 cemeteries, some of which have been moved,
buried or lost. The locations of all the cemeteries are described in very general terms and the
approximate locations shown on a 1930's topographic map. Our goal is to update these
descriptions to include current street names and the latitude and longitude of the site.

THOUGHTS ON CEMETERIES

No archaeological evidence has been found indicating that, prior to contact with Europeans,
Native Americans in this region erected permanent grave markers for their dead or had
designated areas for laying them to rest.

Archaeologists have found evidence of cremated human remains in Connecticut as far
back as 5000 years ago, and uncremated remains up to 800 years ago. In graves funerary
objects were buried along with the deceased. The significance of these items is uncertain,
possibly having personal or sacred value to the individual who died.

Ancient human remains and funerary objects are considered sacred to the contemporary
Native Americans. The native American Grave Protection and Repatriation Act was passed by
Congress in 1990, in an effort to make sure that human remains and funerary objects are
returned to the rightful tribe for proper reburial.

It was not until the arrival of Europeans in the New World that we start to see more
organized burial sites and grave markers among the Native populations. This may have been
a result of the influence of Christian ideals on the Native culture as well as the fact that
formerly transient peoples were relegated to life on reservations. The grave markers at these
sites are often very simple, rough, unmarked stones, which may indicate their socio-economic
status. The unmarked stone in our poster is thought to belong to a member of the Warren
Tatson family, who are believed to be of either Niantic or Mohegan descent.

The gravestones of the first European settlers were very stark, reflecting their Puritan
ideals. They had come to, what was for them, a harsh wilderness where disease and
accidents were everyday facts of life. Death was considered the inevitable punishment for their
human failings. Their headstones were often carved with death masks and epitaphs designed
as constant reminders of the living to repent and prepare for the end.

As the wilderness was tamed and life in the New World became easier, headstones too
became less threatening, more ornate and in a way, more comforting. By the end of the 18"
century people began to move away from the harsh Puritan ideal of predestination and of an
afterlife condemned to hell, toward a gentler, more Unitarian theology, where salvation was
possible. Carved angels, cherubs and willows begin to appear on gravestones. In epitaphs the
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dead no longer provide ominous warnings to the living, but offer them comfort and the promise
of ascension to heaven.

Venture Smith's headstone hints at this transition. Smith was taken from Africa as a child
and brought to Connecticut, where he was sold into slavery. Known for his successful stance
against the tyranny of his owners, Smith learned to use the language, laws and way of life of
white people to improve life for Africans. Smith died in 1805 at the age 77 and was honored
with a large funeral at the East Haddam First Congressional Church. Tombstone carver John
Isham endowed the winged angel on his stone with the broad nose of an African-a symbol of
the high level of acceptance Smith had gained in the community.

With the advent of the Industrial revolution, religious connotations become less evident on
grave markers. They become less statements about eternal fate and more monuments to who
people were as individuals while living. The tomb of Griffin Stedmen is a fine example. Struck
by a stray bullet during a civil war battle, he died two days later, just after receiving news that
he had been promoted to the rank of general. His ornate granite monument, carved with a
draped American flag, sword, hat and the locations of all his battles, is a proclamation to the
future about how he should be remembered.

Today, with the development of high-tech medicine and the funeral industry, we have less
intimate contact with death. Having willingly handed the responsibility over to professionals,
we seem to be pushing death away. Modern stones are smaller, there are fewer words on
them and their designs are very plain. A drive through a modern cemetery, often finds little to
distinguish one headstone from another.

As we enter the 21% century, many people are beginning to think we have gone too far.
With the development of documents such as living wills, people seem to be striving to take
back some control over the circumstances of their death. Monument builders are beginning to
observe a resurgence in the desire for more expression in grave markers.

Throughout history our perception of death has always been changing. In an odd turn, what
gravestones also reveal is how our perception of what it means to be alive has also changed.
In the end, the only true constant seems to be the indisputable face of death itself.
